QUESTIONS FOR DISCUSSION

Stage:
1.  He didn’t realise he needed redemption.
2.  He had a deep conviction of his own personal sin.
3.  He came to realise that Christ died for his sin and forgiveness was available for him personally.
4.  He repented by discarding two things he had been trusting in.
5.  He put his trust in Jesus for the forgiveness of his sin.
6.  He testified to his family what had happened to him.
7.  Someone shared from Scripture the basis on which he could be sure of his salvation.

1.  Identify from the video each of these seven stages.
2.  Discuss how each stage applies in your life.
3.  If you have experienced redemption, then write up your story using this seven-point outline.
4.  If you haven’t experienced redemption yet identify where you fit within these seven steps.
5.  What steps do you need to take to arrive at step seven?
6.  If you have described your own redemption Exercise 3, then who will you tell your story to?
7.  Read 2 Corinthians 13:5.  On what grounds do you know you are ‘in the faith’?
